1. All drivers must be licensed. Vehicles must be registered and in 
roadworthy condition.

arrangements. 

6. Disclaimer must be read & trip book must be completed in full and 
signed prior to departure.

30 minutes before departure time to fill out the trip book. All trips 
will depart at designated time. 

8. All trips are subject to weather conditions. If a trip is cancelled or 
details are changed the trip leader will contact those on the trip 
sheet the evening before the trip.
